APPLICATION FACT SHEET FOR 

INTERNATIONAL UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS

The University of Maine is the principal research and graduate institution of the State of Maine.  Undergraduate education, with a foundation in the liberal arts and sciences that guides the intellectual and ethical development of the University’s students, continues to be central to its teaching mission.  UMaine offers more than 80 programs of study at the undergraduate level.  Quality cultural, social, recreational, and athletic programs complement and extend the learning environment.  The University of Maine offers the Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) and Bachelor of Science (B.S.), as well as masters and doctoral degrees.  Four years of study are usually necessary to complete a bachelor’s degree.  This length of time may be shortened through summer session study, advanced placement, and proficiency examination.

LOCATION
The State of Maine is located in the northeastern United States.  It is one of six states identified as the New England States, which also include Connecticut, Rhode Island, Massachusetts, New Hampshire and Vermont.  Its landmass is 33,000 square miles with a state population of just over one million people. The University of Maine, located in the town of Orono, is ten miles from Bangor, the state’s third largest city, and fifteen minutes from the Bangor International Airport.  The spacious, picturesque campus is known for its ivy covered buildings, beautiful evergreen trees, gardens and forested trails for bicycling, walking or cross country skiing. In addition, many beautiful recreational sites located along the Maine coast and others near inland ski resorts and national parks are within a one or two hour drive from Orono.

CLIMATE
The climate in Orono is subject to distinct seasonal changes in spring, summer, fall and winter.  Temperatures frequently range from –12° Celsius in the winter to 32° Celsius in the summer.

INTERNATIONAL
The Office of International Programs (OIP) is responsible for coordinating UMaine international education and

training activities, undergraduate international admission, immigration processing, University exchange

programs, and maintaining liaison with external organizations and agencies.  The Office of International Programs helps international students achieve their education objectives by assisting in their successful adjustment to a new culture and educational system and increasing their awareness of the many resources available to them.  The OIP offers many programs for international students and provides assistance with immigration matters, academic concerns, personal issues, and social problems.

ADMISSIONS
The term “international applicant” refers to any applicant who is not a citizen or permanent resident of the

United States.  Suggested deadlines for completed applications are March 1for Fall Semester and November

& DEADLINES
1for Spring Semester. To be considered for admission, international students must submit a completed application and the following required documents:


APPLICATION AND FEE:  Completed application for admission. Application will not be processed without the non-refundable application fee of $40.00 U.S., payable to the University of Maine by an international bank draft or money order in U.S. funds drawn on a U.S. bank.  Fees can also be paid by credit card.  Call or email the Office of International Programs for more information.


ACADEMIC RECORDS:  Official transcripts from secondary schools and universities or professional schools you have attended.  These should be mailed directly by the institution(s) attended to the Office of International Programs, University of Maine, 5782 Winslow Hall, Room 100, Orono, ME 04469-5782, USA.  The documents must bear an official signature in ink of the appropriate official of the institutions(s) and bear the institution’s seal.  If the institution(s) will not mail original official academic documents to the United States, exact copies, which have been certified as such by the appropriate official of each institution that you attended, should be sent.  To be considered, all documents must be accompanied by official English translations if the originals are in another language.


ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY: The University of Maine requires a TOEFL score of 530 (paper-based test) or 71 (internet-based test).  All International applicants whose native language is not English, including those applying for transfer from U.S. institutions, are required to submit the results of the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL).  If your TOEFL score is less than 530 PBT or 71 IBT, you may be conditionally admitted to the University with the stipulation that you successfully complete the required courses at the Intensive English Institute.

Transfer students are not required to submit SAT or ACT scores.

FINANCIAL
All international students are required by U.S. immigration law to show proof that they have the financial ability

CERTIFICATION
to attend an educational institution in the United States.  The University of Maine requires that students present evidence of financial support for at least one academic year.  Original bank statements in the student’s name or an original bank statement and affidavit of support from a sponsor must be submitted.  Financial documents must be dated within the last 12 months.  Documents submitted by fax or email are not considered official and will not be accepted.

TUITION
The University has a limited number of International Student Tuition Scholarships for qualified students.  These 

SCHOLARSHIP
awards are based on academic merit and geographic and discipline distribution.  International tuition scholarships are generally awarded for a maximum of four years and require recipients to maintain satisfactory academic standing as established by the student’s college.  Awards cover tuition of fifteen credit hours per semester. 

TRANSFER
If you wish to transfer credit for academic work completed in your home country or in the United States, you

CREDIT
must provide a transcript recording all courses taken and grades received and a description of each course, 

FROM OTHER
required textbooks, and details of your country’s system of education.  Your transcript will be evaluated on a 

INSTITUTIONS
course-by-course basis to determine if your credits will be accepted as equivalent to courses offered at the University of Maine.  Foreign transcripts must be accompanied by an English translation. 

HEALTH
Students may receive health care services at the Student Health Center.  Services include walk-in,

appointment, and specialty clinic visits with nurses, nurse practitioners and physicians.  Laboratory, x-ray 

MEDICAL
services, some supplies and special services are available at an additional cost.  International students and 

INSURANCE
scholars actively engaged at the University of Maine in full-time educational activities must be insured under the University of Maine Medical Insurance Plan or show proof of equivalent coverage under an alternative plan. Dependents are required to be enrolled for the same period of coverage as the insured participant.
