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CLAS Undergraduate Research and Creative Activity Fellowship
The CLAS Undergraduate Research and Creative Activity Fellowships are developed to enhance and increase undergraduate student involvement in faculty supervised research and creative activity.  Each fellowship provides financial support for the student, and additional funding, if necessary, for supplies or other associated expenses to conduct the particular research or creative activity.  A faculty committee will review proposals and make recommendations to the dean.  Quality of the proposed projects and disciplinary distribution will guide selection.

Funding: Each fellowship of up to $2500/academic year will include a $1400 award for the student and up to $1100 for supplies or other related expenses, as necessary. Fellowships may be awarded for work to be done in credit-bearing courses or thesis projects, although this is not a requirement.
Eligibility and Expectations:
1. Any undergraduate student with a major in the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences may submit a proposal

2. A faculty mentor must agree to supervise the project 
3. Recipients must submit a product of their research for inclusion in the Center for Undergraduate Research (CUGR) Showcase or an agreed upon, equivalent creative showcase in the spring. CUGR Showcase submissions are due Feb. 28, 2015. See CUGR website. http://cugr.umaine.edu/
4. A final report and final budget must also be submitted no later than June 1, 2015. 

Instructions: 
1. Cover page.  Include the attached cover sheet with signatures.

2. Abstract.  Provide a concise overview of the project in an abstract of no more than 150 words.

3. Project Description (no more than 1000 words).  Provide a clear description of the proposed project, including objectives of the research or creative activity, the importance and context of the project within the field, and how the project will be accomplished. Because reviewers are faculty from a range of disciplines, the proposal should be written in terms comprehensible to a non-specialist. 

4. Budget – if necessary.  If the research or creative activity will require supplies or other associated expenses, include a budget of no more than $1100.
