Performance Scholarship

they can be added to the VAPA database. Send an email
um.vapa@maine.edu to be added.

Students must be nominated for this scholarship by a music
teacher or music director or be observed in performance by a
Music Department faculty member.

Scholarship students must participate each semester in
an ensemble approved by the Chair of the Division of Music.
