Synergistic Activities

As a tribal member of the Penobscot Indian Nation and program leader for the Parks, Recreation and Tourism program at the University of Maine I have been intimately involved and fascinated with the connections people make with places and the socio-cultural functions of participating in outdoor activities and that serve to connect people, identity, and meaning.   My research has focused on identifying these connections to assist with the planning and management of outdoor recreation settings. This work has led to research examining the bridging of educators, policy makers, stakeholders, and natural resource managers to facilitate planning around threats such as invasive species and climate change and relation to human communities and these outdoor activities.    

Recently I have been working on a project mobilizing diverse interests to address potential threats from invasive species in Maine – the case of the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB).  The research seeks to study and facilitate the ways that Wabanaki, basket-makers, tribes, state and federal foresters, university researchers, landowners and others come together to prevent, detect, and respond to the threat of EAB. This research was identified and driven by collaborators with the initial assessment of climate change in Maine.  Another project has just been initiated that is mobilizing planning around climate change: developing a framework for collaboration among stakeholders and the Wabanaki Nations of Maine.  This work has led to involvement with other tribal nations in the United States and research publications contributing to the National Climate Change Assessment Report and other Indigenous peoples at the IUCN World Parks Congress in Sydney, Australia.
