The form must be submitted to the Food Science & Human Nutrition program coordinator and NOT to the Graduate School.  Students must apply to the accelerated degree program in their junior year and to the Graduate School during their senior year (see Program Timeline).  Once accepted into this program, students may take up to 9 credits of graduate coursework beginning in their senior year or junior year, depending upon course scheduling.  The credits for FSN 502 Food Preservation, FSN 585 Principles of Sensory Evaluation, and FSN 587 Food Analysis will be transferred to the student’s graduate record upon formal admission to the Graduate School and successful completion of the accelerated curriculum. Only grades of B or higher may be applied to the accelerated degree program.
