Types of Performances
As some Maine residents are not often exposed to international culture, dances that include traditional themes and clothing are the most interesting to the IDF audience.  Performers should take this into consideration when choreographing dances and planning costumes.  Also, keep in mind that the introduction of too many different types of dance or numerous costume/music changes during a single act can detract from the performance.  

This is a family friendly show.  Check your music carefully for inappropriate lyrics and try to stay away from movements that are overly suggestive.  Don’t choose music or bust any moves that your grandmother would not approve of.
The 5 minute time length will be strictly observed.
Participation

We will try to include all committed performers UNLESS there are numerous groups from one region or culture.  During the rehearsal period, groups must show regular progress and continued commitment to remain in the final line up.

Costumes

We have a large number of costumes from previous performances that should be considered before new items are purchased.  
Costume purchase guidelines are as follows:

· Any item purchased in full or part by OIP/ISA must be returned for future use.

· Costume requests must be submitted on the OIP form by the deadline and in most cases the purchase will be made by OIP. 
· Individuals who are approved to purchase items on their own must submit their receipts to James Higgins no later than February 5, 2019. 

· Items that are bought abroad must include and English translation of the receipt and a printed explanation of the currency conversion from an internet currency conversion site.

· OIP/ISA will look for alternate items if the chosen item is too expensive.  Please keep cost in mind when shopping.

Music selections are due no later than December 31, 2018.

Performances should be no longer than 5 minutes.  This rule will be strictly enforced.

Costume Reimbursement Deadline:

All receipts must be submitted to James Higgins in the Office of International Programs by February 15, 2019.

General Expectations and Elimination Clause:
The International Dance Festival organizers expect that all participants will be fully committed to this event.  This is a large event with significant associated costs.  IDF organizers reserve the right to eliminate any group/performer whom they feel are failing to adhere to the stated guidelines or failing to exhibit the level of commitment necessary to put on an amazing show.  Eliminations will not be made lightly and will be fully considered by OIP and associated staff members.  Sufficient warning will be given in order to provide an opportunity to modify behavior.
