2023 Report of the Executive Director
Patronage:

Since last October, 2022, we have hosted 49 individual groups, including
college classes, area day programs, etc., for tours, individualized programs
and/or presentations. In addition, we cataloged 3,111 independent visitors to
the Museum.

Education:

Pathways to the Past: Pathways is the Museum tour menu offered to school
and home-school groups. For the academic year 2022/2023, we facilitated 38
field trip experiences for school grades k through high school. Field trip
season for school groups is typically April to June.

Collections:

The Buzz on Bees exhibit has been installed and features the bee hive donated
by Francis Drummond and the beekeeper’s helmet given by Susan
Cherbuliez.

Jim Hiltonsmith has donated a rotary butter worker. The donation is featured
in our latest issue of the Museum’s newsletter, The Cracker Barrel.

The Museum is collaborating with the School of Forest Resources to develop
and install the Nutting Hall exhibition project. Dr. Livingston, Max
McCormick and Liz Erickson are partners in this project to create a timeline
exhibition of Albert Nutting’s work in the School and his contributions to
forestry in the state of Maine.

Outreach and Programming;:

Twelve UMaine student volunteers helped clean up the garden to prepare for
planting on Maine Day, April 26.

Approximately 60 people attended Maine National History Day, April 29.
The Museum was an exhibition hall, as well as, a Scavenger Hunt location.

The Museum attended the UMaine Retiree Homecoming Fair on June 16th.

The Great Fall Potato Sale was held in early November. The Museum was
able to carry this out as an outdoor event .

We held two wreath making workshops in late November and early
December.

We were able to host our Holiday Shoppe on December 3, 2022. It was a

fabulous success.

Operations:

We are in the process of converting our outdated collections inventory
software to PastPerfect Museum Software, which i1s a national standard. The
build plan is established. We have purchased the online version that will be
hosted by PastPerfect and stored “in the cloud.” We will have the ability to
host a copy on a UMaine server. The database has been submitted for
evaluation and merging.

This conversion will be a very large project. As such, the Museum Board of
Directors has decided to hire a half time administrative assistant to oversee
much of the day-to-day operations so that the director can focus on the
conversion. Patty and Judy have prepared a job description for the new
position, which has been approved at the college level and will be shared with
Human Resources for their approval. The position will start January 1, 2024.
In the meantime, Katie will work on the project with Patty. This position was
not built into the budget that was ratified in April, as the position had not
been developed nor approved. UM Foundation has approved carrying over
$30,000 in Loring funds to use on this project.

AV Services has graciously updated the Museum’s AV equipment, at
minimal cost. The upgrade included a new (donated) LCD projector.

Finance Committee Report
October 13, 2023

I would like to extend my sincere thanks to everyone who has supported the Page
Farm and Home Museum. Your support has allowed the museum to have tremendous
impacts to a wide range of visitors.

Carryover funds at the end of 2023 were $216,045.10 which was higher than the
expected $141,748.10. Income was higher than predicted at $167,615 compared with
the budgeted amount of $126,259. While the budget for the museum showed an

expected deficit of $19,403.56, the net revenue minus expenses was positive in the
amount of $59,267.74.

Operating funds also ended the year lower by approximately 10% from year end 2022.
Restricted funds also ended the year very close to balances at the end of 2022. The
museum received $33,667 in funds from the College of NSFA and Central
Administration. An additional revenue stream of $81,909 came from the University of
Maine Foundation and $7610 from a payover from funds managed by the Maine
Community Foundation. The University of Maine Foundation payover for 2024 will
be $89,554; the Pamela D. Chute Fund paid over for the first time in 2023 with $4,596.

Expenses were lower than budgeted ($12,371 actual vs $31,875 budgeted) due to
excellent cost control in several expense categories. The biggest reductions in expense
categories were in printing and copying, alterations and improvements, and
interdepartmental services. Overall, total net expenses were $19,503.57 under budget
and revenue $41,355.52 over budget.

Overall, the museum finishes the year with a Carryover of $216,045 into 2024.

I encourage everyone to visit the museum.
